If
selected, the applicant must agree to continue their participation in the CASA J/O Program, as
an active member, for the current season. An applicant must have a cumulative grade point
average of 3.00 or higher to be eligible. An official copy of your high school transcript, reflecting
academic achievement through your junior year, and a wallet size photo must accompany this
application. Incomplete applications will not be considered. Applications must be received
